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Band I, II, III  (Intermediate Concert Band)
The Intermediate Concert Band is a course requiring daily class work and periodic after school rehearsals and performances  All members are required to attend all Home Football Games and local parades as a member of the Stoneman Douglas High School Marching Band.  Participation in the Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band is not required but encouraged of all members of the Intermediate Concert Band.
Band IV, V, VI  (Advanced Concert Band)

Membership is usually comprised of upperclassmen that have significantly advanced their musical skills and concepts. The Advanced Concert Band explores significant literature via orchestral transcriptions and more contemporary compositions specifically written for wind band. All Band members enrolled in Band IV, V, and VI are required to participate in the Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band. 
Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band
To be a member of the Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band, the student must be enrolled in  Band I-VI, Eurhythmices I-IV and maintain a G.P.A. of at least a 2.0 (“C” avg.).  The student agrees to attend 3 summer band camps and weekly summer rehearsals, after school rehearsals, sectionals, football games, parades, local marching band competitions, the Bands of America Atlanta Super Regional in October, and the FMBC State Marching Band Championships in November.  
Color Guard/Winter Guard (Eurhythmics I-IV)  

Students enrolled in this course will receive specialized instruction on flag, rifle, and saber.  The group meets as a class daily.  All Color Guard members are part to the Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band.  The student must maintain a G.P.A. of at least a 2.0 (“C” avg.).  The student agrees to attend 3 summer band camps and summer rehearsals, after school rehearsals, sectionals, football games, parades, local competitions, and the FMBC State Marching Band Championships in November

Jazz Ensemble I -IV

Students enrolled in this course will be introduced to concepts unique to jazz such as improvisation, composition and the myriad of styles embedded within the history of jazz. This course requires daily class work and periodic after school rehearsals and performances.  Interested students must audition to be in the class and must be enrolled in a regular Band Class to participate in Jazz Band
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EAGLE REGIMENT MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS    The student agrees to attend all rehearsals, sectionals and performances and is required to attend the 3 summer band camps.

Band Camp # 3

Band Camp is an intense week of learning and training for all band and guard members in preparation for the upcoming competition season.  This is the time we need to teach the music and the show designs the band will employ on the field during halftime shows, the FBA Marching Band Festival, and various competitions.  All participating Band and Guard members are required to attend these camps unless previously cleared by the Director.  Those holding jobs are expected to clear the time off so that you will be in full attendance at all activities of Band Camp.  If an absence is necessary, the parent must contact the Director by email (john.rusnak@browardschools.com).  Unexcused absences for camp will place students on an alternate status for the upcoming season. These students will be given a chance to perform in the show when openings become available.
The majority of the responsibility for meeting the financial needs of our band program rest on the shoulders of the band members and band boosters. Fundraising opportunities are provided to raise the money needed to meet the annual budget for the program. 

Each band member is expected to do his/her "fair share" of the fundraising ($500) if you are involved in the Eagle Regiment Competitive Band.  In lieu of, or in addition to, fundraising participation, TAX DEDUCTIBLE donations are always welcome. 
The $500 Fundraising fair share will cover the band's planned operating expenses for the Marching Season.  Budgeted items include instruments, music, repairs, travel, competition entry fees, uniform purchases, auxiliary equipment, marching equipment, student awards, etc. Students will be individually assessed for band trip expenses. The student's fair share requirement will cover all regular expenses. 

No one will be denied participation in the marching band because of financial hardship as long as steps are being taken to fulfill the obligations. Each parent is asked to give at least 24 hours of service each semester; most give much more. 

What is Fundraising Fair Share?

Required for All members of the Competitive Eagle Regiment Marching Band
Eagle Regiment fundraising Fair Share for the 2011 Marching band season will be $500.

The $500 fundraising fair share will help cover the band's planned operating expenses for the competitive marching band season.  Budgeted items include camps, clinicians, instruments, music, repairs, competition entry fees, uniform purchases, auxiliary equipment, marching equipment, student awards, etc. Students will be individually assessed for band trip expenses. 

Ample fundraising opportunities are provided for students and their families to earn points to pay for their fair share and any additional fees.  

Fundraising opportunities are provided to raise the money needed to meet the annual budget for the program. Each band member is expected to do his/her "fair share" of the fundraising.

In lieu of, or in addition to, fundraising participation, TAX DEDUCTIBLE donations are always welcome. Checks should be made payable to "MEPA”.  
Once a student has raised or paid his/her required fair share, he/she may choose to work for another student or for the general fund. Those who prefer to pay the fair share instead of fundraising may do so. 

The deadline dates for Fair Share payments for Marching Band are listed below.

Fees and fair share payments are non-refundable. The budget is based upon the needs of the band program divided equally among the program enrollment.

How can I take another band elective when I am required to take HOPE?
Just a quick note to let you know that I have discussed with MSD Guidance (i.e. band students electing to take two band courses (Jazz Band) with no room in their schedule for HOPE, and have determined that it is acceptable for these students to take the 2 half credit Hope online classes to fulfill this requirement. 

The flyers for online classes through Florida Virtual School can be obtained from Main Guidance and the 9th Grade Center.  Each half-credit course takes approximately eighteen (18) weeks.  If they are looking to take one of these courses online during the summer, it would be beneficial for them to register soon. 
For band students that do have room in their schedule for HOPE, please continue to place HOPE in your schedule.  

Also, participation in the Eagle Regiment Competitive Marching Band will waive the elective PE requirement.
